DIVERSITY.

I have always been fascinated, and more than a little proud, by what
these small islands, known as Great Britain, have produced and which
enriched the world to such an extent. From medical and scientific
discoveries to literary masterpieces, from international sport to global
geographic discoveries, from finance and insurance to producing the first
national television service to the invention of (how did we exist without
it?) the computer.

I long ago decided that the only answer that made any sense to me was
the diversity of our island race. Our native Celtic people were pushed to
the fringes by the German Anglo Saxons and the Nordic Vikings. Whilst
the Norman King William was the last actual invader, creating a feudal
land to benefit the trusty knights that supported his military ambition.
After the Reformation, French Huguenots escaped religious persecution as



later still, Russian Jews, and then as the British Empire expanded to a
geographical area on which the sun never set, Indians, Africans, Irish,
found a secure life within the United Kingdom. It was, I argued, that the
very diversity helped to produce a cross pollination of ideas and cultures
that produced that fecundity of creative endeavour.

Genuine refugees have continued to arrive daily and who, after necessary
investigations, are allowed to stay in safety and with help and assistance
to make a life in the UK. However, there are also many millions of would-
be economic migrants who would give anything to leave their country of
birth, that offers them little or no hope of improving their impoverished
existence to come and settle in the United Kingdom. The problem is that
these small islands are simply not big enough to accommodate these vast
numbers.

As the numbers of immigrants grew exponentially the new term to
embrace the increasing population was multiculturalism. Another abstract
noun to describe a whole host of cultures living harmoniously together.

The Windrush people from the Caribbean who empowered our transport
systems and who often nursed us back to health in our hospitals were
rewarded by being wrongly detained, denied legal aid, and threatened
with deportation! These were the very people who loved Great Britain and
who integrated into the local community, only too pleased to become part
of our heritage. The Asian communities from Uganda and Kenya also
merged seamlessly into both our cities and rural areas.

In my recent novel ‘It Could Just
Happen’ the hero (David) suggests an end to all faith schools.

As a country of animal lovers, the killing of animals without stunning
them should be abhorrent thus, Kosher and Halal needs to be abolished.
The introduction of a civil National Service (see previous podcast) all
youngster of eighteen years of age, regardless of gender and culture, are
brought together to work as teams both at home and abroad. David went
even further when he advised all the Islamic nations that he would close
all mosques in the UK until all Christian churches throughout the Islamic
territories were able to function without fear of attack.

When a black, ex-convict was shot by police in America it predicated
massive violence and looting not only in the United States but in many
countries throughout the world and spawned the Black Lives Matter
movement. Notwithstanding that ALL LIVES MATTER it was taken up as a
clarion call of the Woke community.

Woke claims to be actively awake to all matters of social issues,
particularly racism.

It would be good if our Woke activists (who might well be wearing
clothing from the aforesaid sweat shops) could activate some sort of
meaningful action against present day slavery instead of wasting their
energy by tipping statues into the harbour.
